
Sassafras Ridge Mountain Retreat, Declaration of Protective Covenants and Restrictions 

January 13, 1996; Amended August 22, 1996 

THIS DECLARATION is made this 13th day of January, 1996 by Arike Logan-Kusaidi and Shaka Kusaidi, d.b.a. Sassafras Ridge Mountain Retreat, having its principal offices in Atlanta, Fulton County, Georgia (hereinafter referred to as "Developer"). Declaration is governed by laws of the State of Tennessee, County of Polk. 

Purpose: The purpose of this Declaration is to protect and maintain the beauty and cleanliness of the land and water of Sassafras Ridge Mountain Retreat. 

Whereas, Developer is the owner of the subdivision known as Sassafras Ridge Mountain Retreat: All phases being all those certain estate tracts situated in the third civil district of Polk County Tennessee in Section 26, Fractional township 3, South Range 5 East of the Ocoee Basis Line, located on the Old Stansbury Road as per plat of survey by Philip G. Allen, registered land surveyor dated September 1991 and plat of survey by Lane S. Bishop and Associates, registered land surveyor, dated 1995 recorded in Polk County records (all such estate tracts being hereinafter referred to as "Sassafras Ridge Land") which plats together with the building restrictions and easements shown thereon are hereby incorporated by reference thereto and made part thereof. All subsequent Phases of Sassafras Ridge Mountain Retreat development are hereby incorporated herein and these restrictions apply to all of the land. 

These declarations shall govern all land sold after January 13, 1996 in Sassafras Ridge Phases I through V and all future phases. 

Now THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and of the benefit to all, Developer does hereby proclaim, publish and declare the following protective covenants and restrictions to apply to all estate tracts in Sassafras Ridge Land and every grantee of any interest in any estate tract in Sassafras Ridge Land now or hereafter shall be subject to this declaration, whether or not it shall be so expressed in any such deed or conveyance or whether or not shall be signed by such grantee. 

Land Use. For residential use only. No shack, trailer, nor mobile home shall be erected, placed or moved onto said estate tracts. There must be a 75-foot setback of all structures and buildings from county or private roads. 

Streams and waterways. There will be no discarding trash, garbage, liquid waste or waste in any form into springs, streams waterways, or any drinking water sources on Sassafras Ridge Land. No person except Developer may dam or obstruct streams for any purpose (without permission of the developers). 

No septic tank shall be constructed within 100 feet of a steam, pond or lake. 

Refuse Disposal. Sassafras Ridge land shall not be used for dumping of rubbish, trash, garbage or debris of any sort, and cannot be used for landfill. No disabled, wrecked or otherwise unusable motor vehicle may be brought on to any estate tract for the purpose of dismantling or storage except for the restoration of a personal vehicle. 

No Hunting is permitted in any season on Sassafras Ridge Land. No hunting is permitted not withstanding issuance of permits and the allocation of periods of time by local ordinances for hunting in surrounding areas. 

Sassafras Ridge Land Owners Association. Every landowner of the Sassafras Ridge Mountain Retreat Subdivision shall be a member of the Sassafras Ridge Land Owners Association (herein after referred to as the Association). The purpose of the association shall be the maintenance of private roads and common areas, and the transaction of other business as is from time to time defined by the Association members. 

Association dues: The amount of monthly dues will be established per lot (5 acres or less). Any acreage over 5 will incur an additional charge per acre over 5. Dues will be collected quarterly. The dues shall be used for maintenance of private roads, common areas, and other business as deemed appropriate by its members. Each landowner understands and agrees that road maintenance and maintenance of common areas are the responsibility of the landowner, and each landowner agrees to pay her or his pro rata share. 

RECOURSE OF THE ASSOCIATION FOR MEMBERS NONPAYMENT OF DUES: The governing body of the Sassafras Ridge Landowners Association may at its discretion place a lien on any tract of Sassafras Ridge property for the amount of unpaid dues that is 60 days or more past due. 

ANY Landowner wishing to build more than three (3) houses per five (5) acre lot must get approval by the Executive Committee of the Association. 

OWNERS or visitors shall be required to provide records of vaccination and renewals for all pets accompanying them. Pets allowed must be restricted to owners property or contained. Any unusual pets such as cows, horses, chickens, and goats for example must be approved by the Executive Committee. 

Enforcement of Declarations. If anyone bound to comply with these Covenants and Restrictions shall violate any covenant or restrictions it shall be lawful for Developer, Landowners Associations, or any three owners of estate tracts to prosecute any proceedings at law or in any equity against such violator to prevent or restrain such attempt or violation or to recover damages for such attempt or violation. Failure to insist in anyone or more cases upon the strict performance of the terms herein shall not constitute a waiver in the future of any such terms. 

Developers reserve the right to waive any restriction herein. 

These declarations may be modified or a portion may be waived by the Sassafras Ridge Land Owners Association. 

Each landowner agrees to abide by these declarations.
